     We were certainly blessed with some awesome Easter weekend services this year: 

■    Our Good Friday Worship Service was such a blessing with some wonderful inspira-

tional music by Lauri Lee and Ruth Crosby and the AFBC Quartet.  A very special musi-

cal presentation was made by Justin Smith, Leslie Shaw, Patrick Longmire, and Phil Al-

ley of OneWayHome Ministries of AFBC as they performed their newly released song, 

“All That You Are,” written by Justin.  We were blessed as Stuart Birdsong and Brian 

Bockmon led us in our responsive readings of the Scriptural account of the crucifixion 

and as we viewed the graphic pictures of Christ on the cross.  These were breath-taking 

presentations spiritually.  Over a hundred folks joined with us for this service as Bro. 

Robert Burkhart led us in our congregational music. 

■    Our Easter Resurrection Worship Services were inspiring and exciting events this year.  

Both services were filled with people as around 450 people joined with us to celebrate 

the resurrection of Christ.  The musical presentations by the AFBC Quartet and the Wor-

ship Choir were wonderful and uplifting.
