During the month of January, we are excited to have Bro. Robert Burkhart leading the music in our worship
services. He is doing a great job helping us during this transition time between worship pastors. Pray for him as he
helps us, and volunteer to help him as he plans and leads the worship services. During this month, he will be meet-
ing with the Worship Choir on Wednesday evenings as his schedule permits. Please be in prayer also for our Asso-
ciate Pastor of Worship Search Committee (Mark Higginbotham —chair, Kelly Higginbotham, Luke Rogers, Becky
Newton, and Mary Janell Kays). They continue to meet, pray, and work regularly as they narrow the list of candi-
dates down to the person that they believe they should pursue for this position.

This month begins our church stewardship campaign preparations. Dr. Bob Eklund of Dallas will be here
this week to train, explain, lead, and guide us into this campaign. Ten important leaders of AFBC are being selected
to help us lead out in this important campaign. Please be in prayer for these leaders and this campaign as we take
steps of faith together to fund the new building project.

In the study of the Parables of the Kingdom of Heaven in Matthewf the parables we have studied
is the Parable of the Sower & the Soils (Mt. 13:1-9; 18-23). The Lord Jesus told of a farmer who sowed his seeds in
four kinds of soil. The soil makes the difference between healthy plants and no plants coming up in the field. This
farmer sowed seed in the following kinds of soil: 1) soil on the side of the road (hard ground); 2) soil on rocky
places where there was not much soil (shallow soil); 3) soil that had thorny plants in it (thorny soil); and 4) good
soil. Only the good soil produced plants that yielded fruit.

So what in the world was the Lord Jesus talking about? He explains this parable as follows:

1) the first soil (13:19) is when someone hears the Good News of the Kingdom of Heaven but does not un-
derstand it, so the evil one comes and takes the seed away before it can take root; this kind of soil represents peo-
ple who are hard-hearted toward the Good News of Christ and will not receive it;

2) the second soil (13:20) is where the seed of the Good News is planted in a person’s heart who receives
it but does not permit it to take root in him (like rocky or stoney soil might cause); this represents people who shal-
lowly receive the seed of faith but are hard-hearted underneath so that faith cannot take root;

3) the third soil (13:22) is where the seed is planted in people who have the thorns of materialism in them
that chokes out the faith so that it dies before it can become a plant that bears fruit;

4) the fourth sail (13:23) is the good soil that permitted the plant to grow and prosper and bear lots of fruit;
this soil represents the person who receives the Good News of Christ within them and it grows and bears fruit with
seeds to share with others around him.

So which soil are you?
