My quote of the month is by Jay Leno of the Tonight Show:  

"With hurricanes, tornados, fires out of control, mud slides, flooding, severe thunderstorms tearing up 

the country from one end to another, and with the threat of bird flu and terrorist attacks, are we sure this 

is a good time to take God out of the Pledge of Allegiance?"  

This simple phrase, One Nation under God, added to the pledge of allegiance over 50 years ago has 

been the source of unbelievable debate and heated controversy.  Lawsuits have been filed and legal 

minds employed to ascertain whether such statements violate the concept of “separation of church and 

state.”  As this debate continues to rage, some so called experts have implied or concluded that our 

Founding Fathers and Patriots were not people of faith in God.  These so-called experts, in an effort to 

further their own causes and rewrite history, have even painted our Founding Fathers and Mothers as be-

ing devoid of religious passions or any belief in God.  I believe that this is a part of their strategy to re-

move God from the public forum and from our nation. 

      It is a matter of historical record that our Founding Fathers and Mothers were deeply and passionately 

people of faith in God and saw the hand of God all around them.  To God they gave thanks for His Hand 

in the founding of this great nation.  To God, according to their own testimony they turned for wisdom 

and strength when life and liberty hung in the balance.  To God, they turned for salvation and hope for a 

better tomorrow. 

So are we “one nation under God?”  There two parts to this phrase: 1) – “one nation;” and 2) – 

“under God.”  First, indeed, we are one nation.  Even though we disagree and argue often, we are still 

one nation.  I pray that we stay that way!  Second, we are “under God” by His sovereignty whether we 

want to be or not.  God is the Almighty, Awesome God who is the sovereign ruler over all.  However, are 

we “under God” by faith and choice?  The Bible teaches us that God gives us a choice also to submit 

ourselves to Him and permit Him to lead us.  Psalms 14:1 states that the fool has said in his heart that 

there is no God.  As God is looking down upon us from Heaven, does He see people who are fools or 

people who are willing to submit themselves to Him to be “under God?”  I pray that America will be a 

nation of faith . . . “one nation under God!”  Let us not be shy to stand up for our faith in God in Amer-

ica nor to kneel down and pray before God in prayer for America.
