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The Bible teaches us that we are all called as Christians to be on mission with God.  The Bible 

teaches us that “we are ambassadors for Christ” (2 Corinthians 5:20).  In the Great Commission of 

Jesus Christ to the church in Matthew 28:19-20, He instructed us to: 

"Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father      

and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo,  

I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” 

Then later the Lord Jesus Christ instructed us in Acts 1:8: 

“but you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My  

witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of  

the earth." 

The Mission statement of AFBC is based upon these Bible verses.  It is as follows: 

ñto present Jesus Christ so that lost souls are drawn to Him through ministry and disciple        

ship and to encourage fellowship in Christ for support.ò 

This statement summarizes the purpose for the existence of the Arcadia First Baptist Church of 

Santa Fe.  In the statement, Jesus Christ is the center of it all.  He is the force behind it all.  He is  the 

reason for the church and the reason for every season (not just Christmas) and is the reason for all of 

our ministries and missions.  Our mission statement proclaims that Christ is at the center of every-

thing we do and are as a church.  In the statement, it also proclaims that we do what we do - so that 

lost souls are drawn to Him.  Christ does the saving.  We do the presenting of Him to others 

(evangelism).  The ministry (helping others) follows, and the discipleship (teaching and educating 

others) and fellowship (sharing together) are all components of the churchôs work through Christ as 

we are on mission together with God.  In His Great Commission, Jesus Christ commands all Chris-

tians to share the Gospel, the message of His death and resurrection that He conquered the penalty 

and the power of sin, death, and hell so that all who call upon His name might be saved and have an 

abundant life now and an eternal life with Him forever in Heaven. 

These verses and others teach us that God is up to something and that He invites us to join Him 

in those tasks everyday.  The Lord saves us so that we can do something other than just sit around 

for our own benefit.  God wants us to do something to help someone else.  Ministry can be defined 

as the action of helping someone else. 

We accomplish being on mission with God in two ways: 

1)   We give so that others may go.  We cooperate with others and give funding so that others 

may be sent to share about the Lord.  In 2009, AFBC spent almost $130,000. cooperating 

with others to share the Good new about Christ across Texas, the United States, and the 

world. In this way, we supported over 5,000 missionaries across the world who were doing 

Godôs work.  This is called Indirect Missions Giving and Direct Missions Giving. 

2)   We go.  Sometimes we go by cooperating with various groups as they go to share Godôs love 

with others.  This summer, AFBC is going to Ft. Worth, Texas, China, Ukraine, Africa, 

South Asia, and Kyrgyzstan with other groups to share Godôs love abroad.  These volunteers 

fund their own trips and believe that God is leading them to serve in this way. 

 Sometimes we go individually.  The Scripture teaches us that as we go we shall be His wit-

nesses.  Christians are witnesses as they work at the job, as the live in neighborhoods, as they 

go to school, and as they live their daily lives wherever they are.  We are called to tell the 

Good News of Christ individually as we are on mission with God!
