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A Word from the Pastor:

It is all coming together in a wonderful way. There is unity and consensus within
AFBC as we take steps of faith together toward our Masterplan construction project. The pro-
ject is a 25,000 sq. ft. addition to our facilities and a planned renovation to our present facilities.
The funding for this step of faith is called: Growing God’s Kingdom (GGK). This is a volun-
Japy stewardship campaign that is above and beyond the tithe and outside the General Fund of
the church. All funds donated to GGK go directly to the new building project. At present, this
exciting new building project is scheduled to begin this coming fall. That would mean that we
could complete the new building in about a year and then begin the renovation portion of our
present facilities.

The Growing God’s Kingdom Campaign began with the Spiritual Foundation Week-
end with Dr. Bob Eklund, our GGK Campaign Coordinator, on February 20-21. Around 65
adults gathered together on Saturday evening to hear Session 1 of the Weekend. Around 140
adults and teens gathered together on Sunday during the Sunday School/Bible Study hour to
participate in Session 2. Around 250 people came together to hear Session 3 during the Wor-
ship Services at 8:30am and 11:00am. The Financial Freedom Seminar was very well attended
with 65 participants at 4:00pm. The final session of the Weekend included over 70 participants
during the Evening Worship Service at 6:00pm. Over three hundred Spiritual Foundation
LN(frk oloks were given out during the Weekend. During the Spiritual Foundation Weekend,
over 55 adults indicated that they would be financially supporting the GGK Campaign. Another
eleven persons indicated that they would begin tithing to the Lord for the first time in their lives
as a result of the Weekend. Others made other decisions concerning how they would be han-
dling their money and their lives as Christian stewards. These are wonderful results that indi-
cate that the Lord is at work in amazing ways in the life of our church family. The Spiritual
Foundation Weekend built a wonderful spiritual foundation in our church for this campaign
and project. Everything we are doing in this campaign and project is biblically based and
tcéuided by Scripture.

’ This week, GGK Prayer Visitor Teams are contacting, visiting in the homes of, and

thﬁraying with every member of AFBC about this project and its funding. We want everyone to

ave an opportunity to be a part of this exciting time in the life of our church. Each donation
given is an investment in the life and future of AFBC. All we are asking is that each person
pray and ask the Lord what He wants him or her to give. Only the Lord can instruct you what
to give. Actual commitments or donations will be made later after we have prayed through this
together.
