      Over the past six months, the New Building Committee and the New Building Finance 

Committee have been working diligently planning, preparing, researching, and coordinating 

their works.  On Sunday, November 15, there will be a Called Church Conference at 

9:45am-12noon, for the purpose of the New Building Committee to bring before the church 

their recommendation to proceed with the construction and financing of a new church facil-

ity masterplan.  This is the same masterplan that was preliminarily presented to AFBC this 

past March. This is Stage 3 of our long-term plan that we have been praying about and dis-

cussing for several years.  This new masterplan presentation will include the new architectôs 

updated plan for new facilities, the renovation plan for the present buildings, and the finan-

cial plan recommendation from the New Building Finance Committee.  During this presen-

tation, there will be time for discussion on the floor about these recommendations.  At the 

end of the presentation that morning, we will have a secret ballot vote by AFBC to decide 

whether to accept the joint recommendation of these committees and proceed with the mas-

terplan.  If the recommendation is accepted, these committees will help us begin the final 

work of planning, preparing, and building the masterplan.
