    We continue to secure weekly Worship Leaders from week to week as we continue in this transition period.  So 
far, I have interviewed 5 Worship leaders who had potential for us to serve as an Interim Worship Leader.  Each of 
those did not work out as God closed the door on each one for different reasons.  There are still others to be inter-
viewed, and I have scheduled those for interviews over the next days.  As we discover an Interim Worship Leader 
who fits our criteria and is available, we will take the decision through the necessary steps in our church organiza-
tion to secure him and then vote on him.  Please pray with us about this important process and important position.  
I would like to thank all of our music volunteers and music staff for your patience and wonderful cooperative spirit 
during this time.  With the Lordôs help, we will get through this time of transition, grow closer to the Lord, and grow 
closer together in His ministry. 
    The Book of James addresses the subject of testings in the Christian life.  Have you been through any tests in 
your life lately?  How are you doing on these tests?  The Bible speaks of two kinds of testing.  The Book of James 
deals with both of them.  The two kinds of testing are distinguished in the Scripture by two Greek words for testing: 
1) ñdokimazoò  and 2) ñpeirazoò.  Pastor James states the following in James 1:2-3 (NASV) and uses both 
words:  
ñConsider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter various trials (peirazo), knowing that the testing 
(dokimazo) of your faith produces endurance.ò   

The first type of testing is the kind that reflects no doubt or purpose for failure, but has the purpose to lead to good 
and to victory.  The second type of testing is the kind that reflects doubt with the purpose to break down and tear 
apart.  When this verse is understood with these definitions it means the following:   

Consider the testing experiences that you go through to be all of joy when it seems to be that a difficult trial or 
testing tries to tear you apart because we know that this test will be one that leads to good and to victory by 
faith in the Lord as it produces the fruit of the Spirit of endurance. 

We see this same kind of application throughout the Book of James as it encourages us that God permits difficul-
ties to come upon us so that we can have victory over them not so that they can have victory over us.  Pastor 
James explains that the various tests that we face will be testing us about our faith (1:1-27), about our relation-
ships (2:1-26), about our conversation (3:1-12), about our discernment in life (3:13-18), about our character (4:1-
17), and about our use of money (5:1-6).  As we overcome each test, we grow spiritually and mature in faith.  If we 
stumble and fail, we get up, pray diligently, and keep trying until we succeed (endurance).  Let us keep working on 
being overcomers in all things as count it all joy!
